ORLANDO (April 28, 2010) – The American Pie Council is proud to announce that 20 commercial bakers have walked away with top honors in 130 categories at the 16th Annual APC/Crisco® National Pie Championships held
April 23-25 at the Omni Orlando Resort at ChampionsGate. 
Of the 907 total pie entries in commercial, professional, amateur and junior chef categories, nearly half—

417— were entered in the commercial division. The 130 categories are based on wholesale cost, size of the pie and flavor, including Apple, Blueberry, Fruit/Berry, Open Cream, Citrus, Open, Nut and Chocolate, and Raisin, sponsored by the California Raisin Marketing Board. Independent bakers with $1 million or less in annual pie sales were placed in their own category within the commercial bakers’ competition. 
Not only did winners in each category take home a prestigious title, but also, winning an award at the National Pie Championships has been proven to increase market share of that product.  Bakers Square Restaurants once again dominated the commercial division with 38 wins, up from 34 last year.
